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A SEASON OF FESTIVITIES

I’m sure many of you will be thinking of Royal Ascot, Wimbledon, Henley or Hurlingham, or even the Proms, but may I draw your attention to a few more in the life of the church, which is both benefactor and beneficiary to our community.  Benefactor in that it provides a place and a form to the celebrations in our lives – births, marriages and deaths.  Beneficiary in that it receives your generous support in skills and the giving of time and money, particularly at our Church and Village Fete (on July 2nd this year; see page 5) – I haven’t yet been asked to be a cowboy!

And here are a few more celebrations:

PENTECOST:  The birthday of the Christian Church (June 12th), when we’re holding a ‘split venue service’.  We’ll start in church at 10.30 and then we shall all move on to Mocha Bean Square in the middle of Edenbridge (park in the Co-op or old Tannery car park) for the open air bit with the letting off of balloons and a short service to re-capture the feel of the First Christian Pentecost, when there were people from all over the Mediterranean world in Jerusalem, able to understand the message in their own languages.  We shall be coming from our own churches to celebrate God’s Spirit poured on us all from Crockham Hill to Stick Hill, from Edenbridge to Marsh Green.  THE WHOLE EVENT WILL BE CHILD-FRIENDLY – PLEASE JOIN US.

TRINITY SUNDAY (June 19th) is our Feast of Title.  The mid-morning service is TRANSFERRED to 6.30pm when our friends from the ECC churches will join us to celebrate, and at which we will be hearing from Julie Barry about her role as parish nurse in Edenbridge.  We shall present her with her badge of office; there will be light refreshments afterwards.

My SILVER JUBILEE – 25 years in the priesthood – is what I shall be celebrating at 7.30pm on July 6th with as many of you as can possibly come; please do!  It also marks 20 years of service in Crockham Hill and Edenbridge.  A number of priests who were present at my first Eucharist in 1986 are coming; please come and show them the hospitality for which Crockham Hill is justly renowned.

On July 3rd Bishop James will conduct a CONFIRMATION SERVICE in Edenbridge, so there will be no mid morning service at Crockham Hill that day.  On ALL the remaining Sundays in July our mid morning service will be at 11.15 in order to cover Fr Stephen’s summer break.  Normal service resumes on Sunday August 7th at 10.00am!

    Crockham Hill has a history of celebrating royal events as the following extract from The Golden Echo by David Garnet reveals:  ‘The early summer of 1897 was hot and dry.  It was Queen Victoria’s Diamond Jubilee.  During the day I had been taken by Bert to see the Jubilee celebrations at Crockham Hill and had watched the young men trying to climb the greasy pole and the matrons of the village competing to hold an active young pig by its well-greased tail.’

    (The author of that extract was the son of literary figures, Edward and Constance Garnett, who built The Cearne, and The Golden Echo includes his memories of growing up around Crockham Hill and Limpsfield Chart at the end of the 19th and early 20th centuries.  Thanks to Alan Davies for drawing our attention to this snippet from Aspects of Edenbridge)
